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EU Lead Sinker Ban Withdrawn 

In May, the European Union (EU) confirmed it will not propose a lead ban
on fishing sinkers and other fishing equipment containing lead. This
conclusion was reached following findings in a 216 page report/study on
the advantages and drawbacks of lead used in various sporting equipment,
leisure products and candle wicks and their overall affect on the
environment. Currently, Denmark is the only country with a general ban on
the use of lead for fishing sinkers. The United Kingdom imposes a ban on
sinkers below one ounce in fresh water.  In Sweden, there are voluntary
local guidelines on the use of lead sinkers in certain rivers.
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
