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Michigan Lead Sinker Legislation Not Expected to Advance

House bill No. 5575 would ban the sale of any "lead fishing tackle,"
beginning January 1, 2007, which is defined by the bill as any of the
following:

* A sinker that contains 1 ounce or less of lead or a lead
compound; 
* A jig that contains lead or a lead compound; 
* An item of fishing tackle other than a jig or sinker that
contains any lead or lead compound. 

The measure is not expected to advance and is not supported by the state
fish and wildlife agency or statewide sportsmen groups.  It has been
referred to the House Committee on Natural Resources, Great Lakes, Land
Use and the Environment.
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
